MINUTES OF BOARD MEETING

TUSCAWILLA HILLS CITIZENS ASSOCIATION

NOVEMBER 16, 2004

The Board meeting was called to order at 7:00 pm, November 16, 2004, in the home of President Joe Coakley. Present were: Joe Coakley, Bob Tansill, Doris Walsh, and Vaneet Khurana.

The minutes of the previous Board meeting were reviewed and approved. There was not a report by the Treasurer. No transactions since last meeting.

President Coakley distributed a copy of e-mail from Phil Larcomb in which he submitted his resignation from the Board, effective November 13, 2004.

Vaneet Khurana was approved to serve as secretary of the Association to fill out the term of Ginna Byrd. A motion was made by Bob Tansill and seconded by Doris Walsh approving Vaneet

Collection of road fund accounts was discussed.   Hamstead & Associates, Attorneys, have been instructed to proceed with the collection of 8 delinquent accounts more than 2 years in the arrears.   This action can result in a judgment and lien on the property.

President Coakley distributed material to be considered for the Budget for Year 2005.   Members were asked to review this material and be prepared to work up a budget at the next Board meeting.

There have been several incidents of vandalism in the community;  the door to the postal station on Tuscawilla Drive has been damaged by someone kicking it t keys to the parcel boxes have been removed from the locks and thrown away, and storm grates pulled up and thrown into yards.   The Board will continue to check into this.

President Coakley and Valerie Hockensmith PMP, have gone through the community to observe covenant violations.   PMP has prepared and mailed letters to the residents in violation advising them to take proper action to correct these violations.  PMP will continue to make sure that proper action is taken.

There are trees that need to come down on Tuscawilla Drive.  Jenkins Tree Service has been asked to remove the trees.

The Town of Charles Town has published notice to increase Tuscawilla Hills sewer rates 21%.   President Coakley has prepared a petition for signatures by residents of Tuscawilla Hills and Locust Hill asking The State PSC to intercede on our behalf by rescinding these increases and scheduling a hearing on the same.  Copy of the petition has been placed in the Handi-Stop and some individuals will try to get some signatures.

PMP has started the process of getting a permit from the County planning and zoning for new signs at the entrance of Tuscawilla from Route 51.

R & L, Inc., has been awarded the snow removal contract for Tuscawilla Hills for the year 2005 at $60.00 per hour, A motion was made by Bob Tansill and seconded by Vaneet Khrunan to approve the contract.

The contract for the handyman is being completed and he should be on board soon. The meeting was adjourned at 8:30 p m.
