· Be cautious of animals and strangers. 

· Have a grown-up inspect your treats before eating. And don't eat candy if the package is already opened. Small, hard pieces of candy are a choking hazard for young children.

Street Lights Outages

The street lights in Tuscawilla Hills are maintained by Allegheny Power. If you notice a street light that is not working, please report the outage to PMP with the light pole location and pole number to generate a work order for the repair. The pole number is located on the light pole on a silver tag about 6’ off the ground and contains six (6) numbers/letters. 
COVENANT VIOLATIONS
An inspection of properties throughout Tuscawilla has been conducted. Listed below are some of the violations that were found

· Painting of exteriors needed
· Shrubs & trees need to be trimmed
· Trash bags and debris left outside of house in view of neighbors and visitors. (all trash and receptacles are required to be kept out of sight; except on the day of trash pickups)
These conditions do not enhance the value of property and is not fair to your neighbors. Property Management People, Inc. (PMP), have started to issue notices advising property owners to make the required corrections. Failure to comply will result in the issuance of fines.  PMP has been instructed by the Board of Directors to follow up on these violations.

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DEBRIS FOUND ON COMMON AREAS

A reminder that common area is not to be used for disposal of yard waste.
During inspection it was noted that grass clippings are being dumped on the edge of the common area along Route 51, at the end of Berkeley Drive.   Also noted, was the throwing of branches, grass clippings and trash, etc. on the common areas. Yard waste is to be
cleaned up and disposed of by the homeowner.  

A water line was repaired on the corner of Tuscawilla Drive and Tall Oak Drive. Before the ground was raked and leveled, a large amount of dirt was dumped on the area which will make it very difficult to put the area back in its original condition as well a cause the area not to drain properly. Please correct this condition immediately.
Your cooperation is requested, and it will be greatly appreciated!

Portable Basketball Hoops

The use of portable basketball hoops on common areas or streets must abide by the approved usage rules of the Citizens Association.  First violation will be issued as a written and/or verbal warning.  Second violations will be issued a final warning.  After the third violation the portable basketball equipment will be confiscated and disposed of without notice.

The rules:

1. No portable basketball devices can be placed on sidewalks or in active traffic areas of the streets.

2. Players and onlookers must yield to all oncoming traffic.

3. No obnoxious or vulgar language or other inappropriate behavior may be displayed.

4. No basketball playing before 9:00 a.m. or after dusk.

5. No littering.  Please pick-up your trash and debris when you finish each day.
The Board of the Association requests your presence at the community meetings. Attendance has been low and we need of your help. This is the time to make your concerns and suggestions known. There are four (4) meetings a year. Please set aside time for these important meetings and to understand your community needs (not to mention, seeing your neighbors and friends).  
Signs are posted in the community announcing the meetings.
