If you have not provided PMP with your new 911address please contact Renee Hall @ PMP (1-800-336-8009, x1023) for assistance.
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The US Postal Service will no longer deliver mail to the old box numbers. Any mail being delivered to the old box number will be returned to the sender. Make sure your current box number is being provided to all institutions that send you mail!
The post office is also requiring that the community to update our letter boxes to the flap type which do not require folding or rolling the mail to fit the boxes. Many of boxes are getting worn so the postal service may require us to do this update.  This could be very costly!

COVENANT VIOLATIONS
An inspection of properties throughout Tuscawilla has been conducted. Listed below are some of the reoccurring violations that were found

· Painting of exteriors needed
· Shrubs & trees need to be trimmed
· Trash bags and debris left outside of house in view of neighbors and visitors. (all trash and receptacles are required to be kept out of sight; except on the day of trash pickups)
These conditions do not enhance the value of property and is not fair to your neighbors. Property Management People, Inc. (PMP), have started to issue notices advising property owners to make the required corrections. 
[image: image10.wmf]Failure to comply will result in the issuance of fines.  The Board has directed PMP to follow up on these violations.

If your property needs repairs, please make them and keep the neighborhood looking good!
Road Work
Road repair and repaving for 2006 is complete for the designated streets that were most needy.  The Board received bids from two paving contractors for the remaining areas that have been identified as needing work.
The final two bids were $165,000 and $158,000 respectively. There was only $27,000 in the budget so the Board was faced with selecting the “most critical” areas for repair. The bid for the most critical streets came in at $33,000 and the contractor agreed to do all of the repairs for the $27,000 available.  
As you can tell there is a tremendous need to increase the annual funding to the Road Fund which is discussed in more detail in the next article.  There is a great need to adjust the road fund assessment. The Board will make a recommendation at the January 8th meeting.

Two (2) Road Fund Budgets
Included with this newsletter are two budgets.  Budget one has already been adopted by the Board and establishes the Road Fund fee for 2007 at $240 with no discount for prepayment.
Budget two (opposite side of budget one) shows a proposed budget with the Road Fund for 2007 at $400 per year.  Again, there would be no discount.
The budgets are the same except for two line categories which have been highlighted in grey.  Budget one has $50,000 dedicated to road repairs in 2007 while Budget two allocated $100,000.  The other difference is Budget one has no funding available for future Road Repairs while Budget two will contribute $32,215 to future repairs.  All of the $160 increase ($400 - $240 = $160) goes to road improvements.

In order to increase the annual rate of the road fund the Association must have a majority of residents at the January Annual Meeting vote in favor of the increase.  Obviously there will be significant time allocated during the Annual Meeting to discussing the merits of this proposed increase.

Payments may now be made online by logging on to www.SmartStreet.com, and clicking on “Pay Assessments” at the upper left corner.  You may pay via e-check or credit card (there is a $5 processing fee when paying by credit card).  You may also sign up for automatic payments via this site. This service is easy to use and convenient. 
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Who’s Responsible for Broken Water Lines?
Many residents have been faced with broken water lines this summer and had questions in the last Citizens meeting as to who is responsible for repairs.  
State Law requires the property owner to pay for all repairs between the main line tap and the house. 

The water company is only responsible for the main line, except in a few special circumstances.
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Street Lights Outages

The street lights in Tuscawilla Hills are maintained by Allegheny Power. If you notice a street light that is not working, please report the outage to PMP with the light pole location and pole number to generate a work order for the repair. The pole number is located on the light pole on a silver tag about 6’ off the ground and contains six (6) numbers/letters.
